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Coed Cup

The United States Adult Soccer Association,
USASA, established the Coed Cup in 1999 to
provide a high level competition for the coed
soccer players in the United States. There are
two divisions, an Open division and an Over 30
division. Teams participating in the annual event
represent the four regions of Adult soccer in the
u.s.

Teams are allowed to have 25 registered players
on their roster for each game. Each division
winner receives the national championship trophy
and $750 prize money. The runner-up receives a
trophy and $250 prize money.

The entry fee to the national championship is
$300 plus a $500 bond that are both payable at
time of entry. The $500 bond is refunded, subject
to the team meeting all of their obligations to the
event.

The inaugural Coed Championship was held in
late September 1999 in League City, Texas at
the Sportsplex Soccer fields. The site was also
host to the second annual event in September
2000. The third year’s event, 2001, was held in
Plano, Texas, hosted by North Texas . The 2002
& 2003 championship events, were held at the

Hampton Road Soccer Complex in Virginia Beach, Virginia . 2004 and 2005 saw a move to Albuquerque,
New Mexico. The 2006 and 2007 events will be held in Dubuque, lowa.
